1. 句型:
學生在四年級的課程當中，開始會接觸到助動詞，在Unit 1是學習助動詞Can, Unit3開始有do出現在學生的教材中，而在本單元的教材內容中，則是學習助動詞Do，因此，學生會開始有Can問can回答的概念，本課則是讓學生學習Do問do 回答。
Unit 1: Can you draw? Yes, I can. No, I can’t.
Unit 3: What do you want? I want an apple. I want four bananas.
Unit 4: Do you like milk? Yes, I do. No, I don’t.

1. Greetings
Teacher gives self-introduction to class and explains classroom rules.
2. Review target vocabulary by showing cards.
Students have to show their vocabulary flash cards immediately when the teacher calls his/her seat number. They will be awarded with correct answers.
3. Review target vocabulary by saying the flashcards out loud and fast. The correct students will be awarded.

1. Sentence Pattern 
# 1: I like        . 
# 2: I don’t like        .
# 3: Do you like        ? 
# 4: Do you like        ? Yes, I do.
# 5: Do you like        ? No, I don’t.
2. Sentence Pattern Drilling 
(1) Teacher gives each group student number one a flashcard. Student number one has to use the flashcard to make a sentence. e.g. 
S1: I like milk (to student number 2). 
S2: I like milk (to student number 3).
S3: I like milk (to student number 4).
S4: I like milk (to student number 5).
S5: I like milk (to student number 6).
S6: I like milk (to student number 1).
(2) Students have to change their seats (S1 moves to S2’s seat, S2S3, S3S4, S4S5, S5S6, S6S1) and lie on their arms when they finishing drilling. The fastest team can get points for their good performance. 
(3) Teacher checks students’ oral ability and comprehension.
3. Activity: The Divider
One side for Yes, I do. The other side for No, I don’t. Teacher asks Do you like       ? Students have to choose which side to line up.
